STANDISH VOICE

MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES
JUNE 19, 2018
The meeting commenced at 7.45pm

Management Committee present: Sarah Djali, Brian Jones, Diane Gore, Gill Foster, Paul Ogden, Fran Aiken, Allan Foster, Janet Monks, 
1. Apologies: Jaime Jones, Nicky Ogden, Nic Macmillan, Ron Wade, Andrew Holliday, Karen Bliss. Declarations of interest: Paul Ogden and Janet Monks declared an interest in the item on Bloor Homes
2. Minutes: The minutes of April’s Management Committee meeting were passed without alteration.
3. Update: 
i) Meetings with Wigan Council. Gill said the majority of contact with Wigan Council had been via phone or email in relation to updating information on the Neighbourhood Plan.
ii) Complaints about roads near construction sites: Paul said complaints to Standish Voice about this had stopped, but this was probably due to the good weather. He said the council believed the situation had improved. He said he had not yet published the Construction Environmental Management Plans of the various construction sites, but this would be done.
4. Planning applications: Bradley Hall: Gill said Standish Voice had objected to the revised scheme for Bradley Hall as the mix of homes did not comply with the findings of the Housing Needs Assessment carried out for the Neighbourhood Plan. She said she and Paul had had a meeting with the housing section of Wigan Council to discuss £700,000 of Section 106 funding to be spent on affordable housing in Standish and this site had been discussed. Further discussions would take place to try to secure more affordable housing in Standish. Bloor Homes: Gill said the application to increase the amount of homes on their Pepper Lane site by 51 was passed by Wigan Council’s planning committee despite objections by Standish Voice and representations against the application made at the committee by Councillor Adam Marsh. Langham Road: Allan said the detailed application for 80 homes on this site had been submitted and Standish Voice would be objecting to it as the mix of homes did not meet the findings of Standish’s Housing Needs Assessment. The Beeches: Allan said the plan to refurbish The Beeches restaurant and hotel with a new build restaurant had been passed by Wigan’s planning committee. Allan said SV had been broadly supportive but asked that the views of nearby residents be considered too. He said a condition had been put in place which demanded the closure of outside hospitality space at 10pm.
5. Neighbourhood Plan: Gill said the finishing touches were being made on the plan and Evidence Base ready for it to be given to Wigan Council for the next round of consultation. The ‘health check’ on national planning policy compliance was also awaited

6. The Line: Paul said the fine weather had allowed good progress on The Line upgrade project and it was on schedule for completion in mid-August. He said SV had asked the council if Greater Manchester cycling ambassador Chris Boardman could officially open the new route. He also said the council was generally supportive of a request to put Incredible Edible planting, for example soft fruit bushes, at appropriate intervals along the route.
7. Community events: Christmas Market: Paul said the committee was continuing to meet and was working well and on schedule for this year’s event on December 1. Christmas Decorations Committee: Diane said the committee was due to meet on July 2.
8. Update from lead committee members: Janet said she had been working to make sure the maps in the Neighbourhood Plan were correct. Paul said SV’s Facebook page now had more than 6,000 followers. He also said a neighbourhood planning group from Golborne wanted to talk to SV about setting up a similar Forum in their community, which Paul and Gill were happy to progress.
9. Any other business: It was decided that the minutes of the May EGM would be put to the next AGM or EGM of Standish Voice rather than the Management Committee Meeting.

7.   Date of next meeting: The June meeting would be determined at a later date.
